President Black Declares the Fra
t ternal Hebrew Order Is for

Every Class. ";,.' j:'

Grand President George N. Black,
Ancient Order of Bnal Br1th. In an
address before a large gathering' Inst
night at Tempi Beth Israel, upbraided
the spirit of antagonism which h said
'was responsible.' for the prejudices
sgalnst the Jewish people In this coun-
try. Ha stated that It was on account
of the antipathy held towarda his peo-
ple that led to th organisation (0 years
ago or th order which he represents.

Th fundamental ground for Its or-
ganisation, ha said, was . th religious
spirit of antagonism, th violent out-
burst of hatred, th menace to th
Jewish lives and homes and the threats
sgalnst their liberty.. Speaking of the
order he continued:

"It benefits the high and th low, the
ncn ana tn poor ansa. For the past
(0 years w hav been organising so
that !f the time comes ws can protect
those wnom w noia aear and stand
by ths principles w love. The B'nal
B'rlth has ' established IS departments
of Its work. In point of national im-
portance to th Jewish people this order
Is second to none." -

Following President Black's address,
Dr. Slgmund Hecht appealed to his
people to lend their assistance and good
will to th order, keeping always In
view th fraternal brotherhood of th
organisation,' . '
