John McLoughlin at Dedication Yesterday of Me- |
Loughlin Institute in Oregon City.

The dedication of the McLoughlin In-
stitute was tHe maln featurs yester-
day In Oregdn City. The affalr was
a decided success, and the attendance
was remarkably  large.

A little before 10 o'clock, a special

* After the mass a procession was
formed by the pupils and teachers of
the Institute with the archbishop and
clergy In the rear In their scclesiastical
rohes, After mnrrhtn* around the
bullding the procession halted and the
archbishop alded bi’ the clergy, per-
formed tga dedication ceramonles.

At the conclusion of the ceremonles
all assembled on the sc¢hool ground,
where o platform, neatly decorated with
flags and bunting had been erected,

Fathér Hilleband, on behalf of Bt
Johin's econgregation, dellvered an ad-
dress of weltome to the distingulshed
yests from Portland and the mem-
Em of the Grand army post, who oc-
cupled seats on the platform. The
pastor sald that It was the memorable
day of his 1lifs, for the reason that
the people of his parish were the first
to sultably honor the memory of the
great and good man John MeLoughlin,
ploneer, benefactor  and Christian
statesman. He contrasted Bt John's
school 16 years ago., when It was a low
bullding of two small rooms, with the
new and beautiful edifice, the phoenix

of the old school, the McLoughlin in-
etitute.
Mayor Speaks for Oity.
Mayor Canfleld sald that it was a

pleasant duty to him, on behalf of the
eity which John McLoughlin founded,
and tha home of his declining years, to
bid all present a hearty welcome on
thls occaslon of doing honor to the
memory of the benefactor of the early
ploneers and the father of Oragon.

As this was the first place to do fit-
ting honor to the beloved memory of
John MeLoughlin, whose sacred arshes
rest clese by in the city which he loved,
he hoped that every other place In Ore-
gon would fall in line and properly hon-
or his name.

Father McGee of Albany, a former pu-
pil of 8t. John's school, sald that he
was glad to stand up among old friends
as & product of old Bt. John's school,
a school that had won laurels as a fac-
tor of education, and he.looked for a

Compliments the Cltizens.

President Gallagher of Columbla Unl-
vorsity complimented the people of Ore.
gon City in thelr success In ralsing an
appropriate monument. to the {llustrious
one, whose memory they met to honor,
Oregon City Is perpetuating his memory
by education, a way that cannot be done
by bronga and brass.

Education is the fundamental princi-
plé of the government of our nation,
and it will require men and women of
eduration to handle the deep problems
in the affalrs of our nation that are
coming up befors the people. It re-
quires men” of cultivated intellect to
rule the nation as it should be ruled,
and from such Institutions as the Mec-
Loughlin Institute, would go forth the
men fltted for conditions of the times.

days; coming to Oregon a British sub-
ject, he became a model American clti-
gen, and ‘a true Amerlcan patriot.

Ing the memory of the noble-hearted
ploneer and generous benefactor, whose
congecrated ashes lle In the land he
loved so dearly and close to where all

Autocrat of the Oregonm Counfry.
take charge of the affairs of the Hud-

mountains, and particularly in the Ore-
gon country. The Oregon country was
& vast empire In area. It comprised all
the country from the present northern
boundary of Californla and Nevada to

from the Rocky mountains to the Paciflo
ocean. Its Inhabitants were 100,000
Indlans, savages unaccustomed (o be
controlled, with the tribes often hostlle
to each otheér and to the white men.

“For the support and maintenance of
his authority he had but himself and
his under-officers and the employes and
servants of his company. He assumed
tommand as a leader and he ruled as a
master. For more than 21 wvears, until
hig resignation became cffective In 1546,
he eontinued as the autocrat of the Hud-
son’s Bay company in the whole Oregon
cnunlr{. He was respected, obeyed and
loved by all his subordinates and was
feared, respected and obeyed by the In-
diang. The Indians called him the
‘great white chief.' Although he some-
times punished Indians, tribes, as well
as Individuals, as they deserved, there
were no Indlan wars In the Oregon coun-
try untll after he reslgned from the
Hudson's Bay company.

“He selected Vancouver as a place to
build a fort, to be hils realdence, and to
be the chief depot and hendquarters of
the Hudson's Bay company west of the
Rocky mountains. He conducted its af-
folrs in & most able manner. He wel-
comed and made the infeequent travelers
his guests. He welcomed as friends the
early Moethodists, Presbyterlans and
Catholic misslonaries. He assisted
them to establish their missions in Ore-
gon, and gave them personally every
ald and protection,

It wished the
country for its own use, to be kepts a
wilderness for the production of fur-
bearlng animals, and to have it belon
to or be under the control of Grea
Britain.

“But theres came a great movement of
people of the United States to occupy,
to" settle, ant to have and to hold a
large part of the Orafnn country, par-
ticularly the Willamette wvalley. ney
did not come as friends of Creat Britain
or of the Hudson's Bay company, They
were strong In thelr Americanism. 'Ehe
firat of these home-bullding immigrafits
came In 18s+4. There were nearly 000
of them-—men, women and children.
They arrived at old Fort Walla Walla
an the Columbla river about the middle
of October, 18438. The winter was com-
Ing on. 8Snow had fallen on them In
the Blue mountalns, Thelr provisions
were almost exhausted, their clothing
Bearly worn out., Some went on to The

alles by water, a few of them were
drowned In the dangerous rapids of the
Columbia river. Many took their wagons
with their famllies to The Dalles, over
the unexplored lands alnnsr the Columbia

river. hat was the end of going by
wagons. There was not then a feasible
route for wagons over the Cascade

mountalns. They must go by water to
the Willametta \'nllg and leave thelr
cattle east of the Cascade mountalns

for the time being, or fnrgqtlnn by Dr.
McLoughlin. He was a Christian and
a gentleman, Theso American imml-
grants, the opponents of his country
and of hilg company, Dr. McLoughlin
protected from maseacre by the In-
dians. He welcomed and treated these
{mmigrants as friends.

“He supplied thelr necesslities, he fur-
nished them wlith food and clothing,
he cared for the helpless. He placed
the sick In the company's hospital at
Fort Vancouver, under the care of a
competent physleian, untll they were
restored to health., Many a mother's
heart was made glad by his treatment
and care of her children., He furnished
boats and batteaux to these Ilmmligrants
to transport them and their belongings
through the perilous waters of the Co-
lumbia river to the Willamette valley.
He suypplled them on credit with food
and supplles until they could support
themselves. He loaned them wheat to
sow during the coming season, imple-
ments to farm with., and the necessary
cattle. He did all these things not as
charlty, but on account of humanity. ~

“The Good Bamaritan had his actual
existence In Dr. McLoughlin. And so
he acted to the lLmmigrants of 1844
and 1845, when he was forced to re-
slgn from the Hudson's Bay company
because of his aids to these early lmmi-
grants, The latter two Immigrations
needed his assistance to as great an
_extent as did the immigrants of 1843.
Even after his resignation took effect,
in 1846, he was the friend of the Oregon
immigrants and helped them as far as
he was able to do. He made his home
at Oregon Clty, and became’'a citizen
of the United States.

.Latter Days of Dr. MoLoughlin.

"I shall not, at thls time, Into the
detalls of actions agalnst him, and of
how he was unfalrly treated by some
rmm whom he had befriended and
elped, and protected; I shall merely
mention that conspirators nat Dr.
McLoughlin took for themselves parts
of his land clalm and by means of ma-
licious misstatements, caused congress
unjustly to deprive him of all the rest
of his land clalm, and thus humbled and
humiliated and impoverished the nd,
the noble, the generous Father Ore-

n. I shall merely mantion that his
End and humane treatment of the im-

lady of the su-
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migrants and others, by lying tongues,
was made to appear as Insplred by base

and unworthy motlves and to bhe to the
great prejudice and danmage of those he
hnd so greatly assisted,

I shail not dwel] on the sorrows and
misfortunes of his latter days. 1 shall.
however, say that he, who sacrificed his
all, by reason of his huwinanity, for his
suffering and needy fellow men and In
the making of Oregon, died here In Ore-
gon Clty, a broken-hearted man. It is
tragle that so noble a 11fe should have
had so sad un end

Tardy Justice to His Memory,

“But 1 recall with joy that five years
after lile death the legislative assembly
of the state of Oregon restored to Dr,
MeLoughlin's descendants most of his
land elalm, which congress had so de-
prived him of Hy that act Oregon did
tardy justice but she redeemed herself,
und justified and approved the agls and
deeds, and vindirated the name and
memory of him we here honor today.

“Let there be pralse and commenda-
tlon of those who planned the ereetion
of this Institute and of those who con-
tributed to its erectlion; especial credit
1s due to Father Hillebrand, who orlg-

Inated the ldea and hus with untiring
energy carried It to completion, and
who gave the Institute Its name.
