New York, Oct, 12, —The strike nf
Commercial telegraphers, which has
heen progress throughout the
country gince the first part of Au-
gust, took an extraordinary turn to-
night. Nuational President Small of
the telegraphers' union sent a mes-
gage Lo all the cities of the country
asking the locals vote at once
upon the proposition of calllng off
the strike. When this became known
to the local loaders in New York
and other cities they raised a storm
of protest, declaring that they would
continue to fight to the end In spite
of the natlonal president.

Mr. Bmall's telegram went out on the
wires with the end of a series of con-
ferences with United Bintes Commis-
sloner of Labor XNelll Tha commls-
sloner came on from Washington to
make a final effort to Induce the Wast
ern Union and Postal companied to
arbitrate at least some of the strikers’
demands. When the mission falled
Commissionar Nelll assured FPresldent
Emall that the position of the compan-
fes remalned absolutely unchanged and
that there wag no hope in that direc-
tion,
