WAR DEPARTMENT
GALLS LOCAL MEN

Adjutant - General Finzer
and Others to Confer Re-
garding Coast Defenses.

In response to an invitation from the

secretary of war, Adjutant-General W.
E. Finzer, O. N. ., will leave tomorrow
morning for a conference with officlals
of the war department on the subject
of coast defense. A simllar lmltallun
was extended to Adjutant-Generals J. B
Lauck of Callfornla and Otls Hamllton
of Washington The three national
uard officers will assemble in Wash-

ngton early next week, when a numhber
of important subjects connected with
coast Sefenw and joint maneuvers will
come up for general discussion.

The maln subject for consideration
will be the proposition of the war de-
partment that the three coast states
organize heavy coast artlllery compan-
les. to man the fortifications on the
coast.

Overtures were made some months
ago by the chief of artillery, at Wash-
ington, to General Finzer and the
adjutant-generals of Washington' and
n.Jllfornla looking to thte organization
of coast artillery companias, to be used
by the war department In manning coast
fnnlflcnttonu The heavy expense In-
curred In organizing such companies
was thought by the adjutant-generals to
be too great for the states to bear, and
a proposition was made to ‘organize the
necessary companies provided the na-
tional government would bear the ex-

nse of their equlpment. Genesral

inger thinks the conference in Wash-
Ington wlill result In some satisfactory
arrangement whereby the states can or-
ganize the companies needed, and the
war department meet the bills.

The recommendation of the chief of
artillery that infantry companles from
the natlonal guard be assigned to coast
defense work and that such comrnn!es
be deslgnated to receive heavy artillery
training did not meet with the approval
of the coast ndjumnl-%enarl.l- nor were
the fleld Infantry officers Inclined to
detnl] o portion of thelr commands to
permanent coast defense work,

While In Washington, General Fln.xar
will oppose the plan of the war depart-
ment to hold the joint maneuvers of
the regular troops and national guard
In the month of May. The avera
guardsman tinds it difflcult to leave hls
business at this tlme of the year, und
a proposnl will be made to hold the
maneuvers later in the year, probably
July or Auguslt.

General Finzer will probably beabsent
from Portland for a month, and while
east. will attend the anuual convention
of the National Rifle assoclation,
