SEELETTER BOOKS

Says Heney Has Taken Doc-
uments Needed in Defense
in Land Fraud Case,

Demanding to be allowed access lo
letter-books and records wrested from]
his possession and taken from the office|
of the United States district attorney |
by Francis J. Heney, John H. Hall has |
filed a petition in the federal court set-|

ting out that the material asked la puh-]
lle racord and necessary (o exoneralo|
him from the charges alleged agalnst|
him In the land-fraud case in which he|
is the leading defendnnt.

In his petition, whieh was filed De-
cember 28, Mr. Hall asks for the privil-
ege of examining the office letter-books
for the period exténding from January
1, 1888, to December §1, 1904, He al-
leges that these files contaln corre-
l}l:pundance had with E. A. Putnam, C
%, Loomls E. D, Stratford, T. B. Neu-
hausen, W. W, SBtelwer, Edward Dixon,
J. W. Rennlck, and the Butte Creek
Livestock lLand and Lumber company
concerning ths fencing of government
lands in Wheeler county. He asks also
for letters written during thls same
gerlr)d to the attorney-general and the
epartment of the interior and for an-
swers recelved from these sources.

Mr. Hall states that these letters tend
to exonerate him from any crime or
wrongdoing In the came, and are neces-
sary for the defense, which could not
safely go to trial without the evidence
thn&* furnish. He states that he had
made application to Mr. Bristol, who had
rumuﬁa him coples of such letters as
he had In his possession, but that Bris-
tol had Informed him that most of the
documents were not In the possesslon of
the diafrict attorney's office, but that
Heney had taken them to S8an Francisco.

Heney had refused to allow the de-
fendant or his attorneys to see the let-
ters, Mr. Hall says, and he asks the
ourt to make such an order on tha
rounds that the letters sought are pub-
lie records of the district attorney’s of-

fice.

In filing the petition Hr. Hall took
a copy to the district attorney's office
and served it upon Deputy District At-
torney Cole, who refused to accept the
servica, having been directed so to do
because of his having no connection
with the Jand-fraud cases. Mr. Hall
therefore adds an affidavit to his petl-
tion showing that he attempted to serve
the petition on the district attorney’s
office and dld, in fact, leave a copy
with Mr, Cole.

There are no new developments in the
land-fraud situation. Judge Hunt Is
expected in Portland in time to assume
t‘hﬁ.rﬁa of the trials January 13, No
rall has been iasued for the trial jury
and will not until asked for by Mr.
Heney, from whom no word has been
recelvad up to this time. It s be-
lleved that the ex parte motlona pend-
Ing In the different cases will be taken
ur ahead of any consideratlon of the
Hall case, first on the docket, In order
that the jury will have time to be
gathered In after the arrival of Mr.
Heney and the resumption of the hear-
Ings.
