near thé market of last fall. Kxporters
here on the Pacific coast are experl-
encing great difficulty in getting oifers,
now that the foreigner wants our wheat,
and the trade is {irmly convinced that
Kurope is still in need of liberal quan-
tities from this country. It is some-
thing of an anomaly to find nations
who are compelled to buy wheat In the
international markets strongly commit-
ted to higher pricea. Yet this must
be the conclusion for one who follows
the European reports. This season, at
loast, we find an aggressive element at
the leading commercial centers arrayed
on the bull side, and on the whole quite
successful In thelr position.

“The smituation abroad is analogous to
the position of the bulls in this coun-
try., Without an¥ material weakening
developments in thelr positlon, drastle
declines from the high level were
brought about by the unfavorable turn
in the financlal world. High money
rates abroad were as effective in forcing
out long wheat as it was at home. The
action of the market recently indlcates
the elimingting of the long account, Lhe
overextension of the bears and a dispo-
sitlon on the part of the bellevers in
{:rlcu to take told of the market again,
t is seldom that deficlency natlons get
as stirred uP oyer the supply and de-
mand situation ag the European coun-
tries have this season.

“When we read reports from the ather
side it ean be truly sald that specula-
tive consideration of the market is the
dominant factor abroad. 8o far as ex-

rting countries are concerned, thére

s little alteration In the position. It
seems to be the opinion among the
rain interests that the wheat situation
# becoming ltronfnr day by du{. and
that before long higher prices will pre-
vall. With the advent of Lthe new yeoar
the outlook of crops will have an im-
partant bearing on the situation. Bhip-
ments so far this season have been
large, and during the past week a large
number of rar’oaa have been dimpatched
foreign, both from Portland ‘and Puget
sound, and January will be a banner
month in the way of shipments, as ton-
nage at tidewater is very large, and
more vessels arriving daily.”
