Declaring that Martha Edling, a 17-
yvear-old girl who ia visiting here from
Astoria, is “the sweetest little girl ke
evor knew,” Hart Rappleye, who was
formerly engunged in the grocery busi.
ness on the east gide, fatally shot him-
seif In the right temple last evening
about 6 o'clock, after the girl, who wans
in the adjoining room, had refused to
see him. Rappleye died at the Good
ﬂamnrlunnlanlplul at 9:30 o'clock.
The tra r took place In-a rooming-
house over the Model grocery store at
the corner of Larrabee and Halsey |
streets, where Rappleye had arrived
about 16 minutes before, Il was wit-
nessed by Knute Nystrom ‘and Ernest
Johnson, Miss Edling being on a visit
with the family of the first named.
According to Nystrom and Jghnson,
Rappleye was intoxlcated when he came
to the former's room. He sat down and
talked, asking several times to see Mar-
tha Edling, who sent word from the
other room that she did not wish to

gte him. With her in the kitchen at
the time of the shooling were Mrs
Nystrom and Nels Nelson, a brother-

In-luw of Nystrom,

Fireg Fatal Bhot.
Johnson says he had just started to
leave the room to go to his own when
Rappleye sald to him, "Yon don't need
to be going yet.” Johnson says he
H.nl!d and Rappleye asked him to call
artha, as he w.shed to speak to her, |
Johnson declined, as he l:[)l he did
not want to mix In the affdlr, and a’
moment later Rappleye, who was sltting |
in a rocking chalr, drew a blue-steel $2-
calibre revolver. Onea he clicked It
and it falled to discharge.
Then followed a shot, which the wit-
nesses say they think was fired to test
the gun, then another, with the muas-|
gle pointed unerringly to-the right tem-|
ple. Nystrom and Johnson fled from
the room in fear, and when Lhe agon-
ized mother of Rappleye, who was sum-
moned a few minutes later, arrived, her
boy was alone In the room with the
blond streaming down his head.
Dr. M. B. arcellus was simmoned
and pronounced the wound fatal. An
ambulance was called and Rappleye was
taken to the Good Bumaritan hospltal,
where an operation was performed as
a last resort,

Pamily Beouts Lovesickness.

Rappleye's mothep-and sisters scout
the idea that Rapp e%'n was Infatvated
with Miss Edling. hey say that he
met her in Astoria some time lasL year,
and was entertained at the home of her
parents, who are respected residents
of that c¢ity. He had frequently spoken
of Mrs. Edllng's hospitality, they say,
and he corresponded with the girl for a
short time, but they deny that he ever
kept company with her.

“My mon is 27 years old, and Miss
Edling Is a mere rl of 17, sald Mrs.
Rappleye last night. “He told me he
did not care for her, for she was only
a little girl to him. When Mrs, Edling
and her danghter came here to' visit,
about a week ago, he sald he would go
up to see them because of Mrs. Ed-
ling's kindness to him.

“He did go up to see them, and Bun-|
du|y night Mlss Edling and some of her
friends stopped at our house on the
way to church. The girl wanted Harl
to go with them, but he would not go.
He told me later that he did not want
to be seen with that lot of Bwedes.”

Pride Was Wounded.

Mrs. Rappleye also denied that her
son was Intoxicated last night. Bhe
says he left home about 20 minutes be-
fore the shooting, having eaten an early
dinner! He started down the street.
As he left she gave him a parting ad-
monition to be a good boy and be care-
ful of his money. Twenly minutes
later she was summoned to the side
of ner wounded boy, the Rappleye home
being only one block away, at the cor-
ner of Halsey and Benton slreets,
Rappleye is sald to have been a man
of great pride, and apparently the In-
cident that turned his mind to self-de-
struction took place last Thursday night.
According to members of his famlly,
the frienda of Miss Edling sent wor
1o him at that time that Mrs, Edling
wanted to see him.
He knew that the girl’'s mother was
about to return to Astoria, they say,
but when he went (0 the roomingshousae
the girl came Into the room and sald::
“l don't want 1o go with you any more;
I've found a fellow | like better.”
He told of this on his returning home
and It could be seen that his pride was
hurt. Friday evening his mother saw
him pass along the street without en-
tering the house, and when he dld come
later, she spoke to him about It, saying
that she thought ft was elther him or
his ghost.

Contemplated Sulocide.
“You may se= my ghost before long”
was his grim reply, which appears to
have found Interpretation in last night's
tragedy.
Rappleye sold h's grocery business on
the East 8ide several years ago and
gince that time had not been steadily
employed. He had been living at the
home of hils parents, Mr. and Mrs. J. B.
Rappleye, hils  father heing shipping
clerlt for Fleischner, Mayer & &m-
{mny. He told members of the famlily
hat he would not work at all If he had
to work for others, and - seemed to
grow more and more despondent as time
passed.

Last year he drank to excess, but
within the last yvear or so {s said to
have mended In that respect, Recently
he had been handling graln and mend-
Ing sacks nlong the docks, and yesters
day he had returned from work only a
shnrtdtlmu hefore he left on his fatal
errand. '

PARTRIDGES SCARCE.

60 feet In helght, 100 feet In eter
at the H:T and twice that at t base
and containing in their dark depths {m-
mense volumes of water heated .to a

high tem ture in the furnaces of the
earth. he waters contain the usual
chemical properties of thermal springs
and are used for bathing and drinking.
These pots evidently have been
formed by the slow deposition through
countless centuries of the sillea and
soda which enter into the composition
of the waters. They grow in height
steadily with years and present a most
interesting s tacle of nature’s strange
creative methods. The Hot Pots are
found in the midst of cultivated fie
and thriv orchards, notwithstanding
the pecullar rock-like soll composition.

One of the marked peculiarities of the
region is the hollow rumbling sound
caused by carriages and horses as they
move over the roadways for miles
around. "Is there an enormous eavern
just below the surface, and will it ever
