The fight between the company and
the city )Is for the possession of waler
rights in excess of those now controlled
by the city. The present rights are
fully protected but If the city should
wish to extend its present system ft
oould not do so without securing the
rights over which the present centro-
" weray hinges.

The company had these excessiva rights
properly secured but the time limit had
apsed and the city saw an opportunity
to step in and secure toem for the

gontemplated extension of Its present
system. Papers were filed but were not
properly drawn., The authorities discov-
erod the mistake and filed freah papers
bt this time " forgot to. file a “plat
along with them.

Bodies Burned at Boyers-
town Are Snrtled and Dis-
played for Identification.

Boyerstown, Pa,, Jan. 16—A ghastly
scene is being enacted  here today in

the publlc school house where the vie-
tims of Monday night's theatre fire
and panic are being identified. During
the night three undertakers and their
assistants sorted out the charred bodies,
separating those with marks by which
they could be  identified from the ones
that cannot possibly be recognized.

By daylight this gruesome work had
been completed. When the doors of
the school house were opened to those
seeking the remains of friends and
relatlves, a heart-rendin seene fol-
lowed, Beveral women, after recogniz-
ing features of the dead, swooned and
were carrled from the room, As each
body was identified it was borne to an
adjoining room.

Coraoner Kohler has announced that
all bodles must be burled within three
days, whether or not they are identificd.
In all, 188 bodfes have heen recovered.
