An editorial from the Musical Cou-
rier Is po good that it is copled here.

One of the
most inartistie things ever seén on the

“Madam ~ Butterfly” production, in
which a beantiful scene was ruined by
bad judgment and an undiscriminating
publie, 1

The effect of the beautiful humming
Bong at the end of the second amot In
“Butterfly” has not dled away when
the curtaln goes down on the pathetie
little Japanese figure standing at the
window tl’lraush the long nlght watches
awalting her lover. That musle throbs
and pulsates through you with the pa-
thos of the seene, and as It dles away
In g gentle diminuendo you can see as
plainly as It the curtain were still up
the lonely little flgure at the window.
You are loat in the dream pleture, and
the {lluslon s perfect, the lights
are low, the muslc 1s subdued, and a
hush has fallen over the whole house.

Then — rude awakening — applause
bursts forth, but you try not to hear
it, and you feel that that figure is still
standing at the window. But you sud-
denly glance up, and to your surprise
and ane has left her
post to come and bow her thanks to
the applauding pubjlle.” There she |s
before you, smiling and bowing, and
destroying utterly the pretty Jllusion.
