tion of Labor Problem—Building of Much Needed

Furnish Work., . j.q4:

How can the e¢lty employ its unem-
ployed?

Can Porflland say to every unfortu-
nate who finds himself out of work and
money within her borders, you need not
steel, heg nor. rob in order to secure
the necessaries of life untll such time
as you can find a better slituntion?

The long line of unemployed whe
dally wait befors the offices of the elty
board of charities to recelve, each in
turn, a little ticket entitling the holder
to the right to work, not for money, but

for board and lodging only, represents
ona very urgent and practical part of
the question,
The intense
the city throu

interest being aroused in
h the efforts of Walter
Thomas Mills in his foreeful and logical
addresses on the problem of the unem-
ployed at the leading churches and
platforms of the city furnishes em-
phasis to the guery.

Indeed, in every city in the land to-
day this question Is pressing for an an-
awer, and genulne laurels await the one
that answers it practically In the af-
firmative.
Oonditions Favorable.

That a series of conditions exist in
Portland at this time favorable to the

ractical solution of this great problem
s the opinlon of one of the most con-
gervative membery of the Portland clty
council, and begond a doubt his views
will be tgpmvnd by the keenest pro-
gressive thought of the city In matters
of praectieal social and public economy.
1n brief the plan is this:
Pirst—Amend the city charter as soon
as sslble so the city may be author-
i to undertake and conduet all detalls
necessary to every department of [ts
internal affalrs.
