houses, bags or boxes, and have not tha
requigite capital to ecarry on the ' busi-
ness. "He says it requires about $100
per acre to carry on the busipess of
Trudm,ln; h«;m ready for the market.
Vell-man hop yards on- the right
kind of soll produce aBout eight bales to
the acre, while poorly located and worse
manag jards run from three to four
balus to the mere. He says a large part
ol this acreage is land that Is not adapt-
ed to hop growing. All such should be
lowed up, as the owners invariably fall
nto the hands of the money-lending
short sellerk and thus contribute to
hrmklnﬁ down the muarket.

Turkey Red wheat and Bluestem to
