TREAT PEOPLE AS
FAIRAS CONTRACTORS

Councilman Kellaher Says
Street Builders Have Been
but Slightly Abused.

Councllman Kellaher threw fresh light
on the controversey exlsting betwean
the city angd the contractors In which
the latter contend they are very much
abused persons, -The malter came up

in the payment of the Pacific Bridge &
Building company which finished a
jarge improvement, known as the Monl-
gomery fill, last September.

The company asked for payment of
the work, amounting to about $30,000,
but owing to a number of remonstrances
the payment has been delayed. When
the company asked to have the remon-
strances overruled, Councllman Kel-
Inher objected, stating that he wanted
further time to Investigate the proceed-
1!175. This threw the question into de-
bate and arguments flew thick and fast

CouncHman Kellaher contended that
the company agreed to finish the work
in December, 1506. ‘But they came be-
fore the executive board,"” he sald "and
nsked for an extension of 160 days,
whichy was allowed them. Later they
asked for 50 days which was also al-
lowed them and so_then they asked for
60 days more In which to complete the
work. They were ﬂlven an extension of
time amounting to 300 days. Now they
come in and demand ?aymenl before we
have time to hear the remonstrances
against the assessment

“| pelleve these contractors should be
falrly treated,
should be treated In the same way.
{s true that these remonstrances relate
only to small sums of money, but if
thera have been irregularities we should
know what they are before we commit
ourselves."”

Councilman Vaughn slded with Coun-
cfiman Kellaher, but they were defeated
by the majority of councilmen voting
fn favor of overrullng the remon-
