Approval.

A hearing was given by Judge Gan-
tenbein, In the cirenit court yesterday
afternoon, on & petition of the recelver
of the Oregon Trust & Bavings bank
to sell the assets to the German-Amer-
ican bank, the latter bank assuming the
Habilities and agreeing to pay all ered-
{tors In full within two years. A large
array of lawyers attended the hearing,
and the seating capacity of the court-
room was tested by depositors who ware
present to hear the case presented.

After hearing arguments the court took
the matter under advisement,

Will Get Money Soonmer.

The proposition of the German-Amer-
lcan bank, whioch has been accepted by
the receiver and is recommended by him
to the court for approval, was explained
by Josgeph Blmon, attorney for Mr. Dev-
Hn. The attorneéy told of the recelver's
efforts to drive the best bargain he
could for the depositors, and stated that
in thelr judgment the proposition as
submitted was fair and reasonable in
the Interests of all econcerned.

He sald that while it |s asked by the
German-American bank that two years
be granted for payment of the labilll-
ties, he Nus no doubt that depositors
will get thelr money much before that
time.

Those depositors who subscribed for
telephone bonds and bank stock will re-
celve these as soon as the necessary
arrangements can be made for a dis-
tribution, and Interest will be pald on
the bonds from February 16, which is

The time neces-
sary as between these points apd Port-
land or Seattle is the most important
