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A much disoussed polnt is whether
parastic destroyers are more numerous
now than 60 years ago. In general, It
may be sald that tfwr are. For in-
stunce, the Ban Jose scale I8 not a na-
tive of the United States, but we be-
ileve came from China, or Japan. The
codling moth, however, 1s native to the
Unit HStates. The early colonlal set-
tlers, in chopping down the Atlantic and
Pralrie cl’lbl;:'p es that were owlin
wild, destroyed the natural habitat o
the codling moth, and the Inseot, in
seeking another piua to live. naturally
mottl on the apple trees which the
glunoen set out whera thoi' had chopped
own the wild woods. Since then the
moth has become a universal destroyer.
In this way, by developing the natural
resources of the country, we have forced
Insects, formerly not regarded as pests,
to change thelr manner or living. and
they have become annoying. In many
cuses we have brought pests from for-
elgn countries, but have talled to bring
the old-country method of destroying
them by naturk] means.

Birds.

It is 2 much contested point whether
birds are beneflelal to orchardists
When we see robine tnke $60 worth of
cherrles from a single tree, it is natural
that we sympathize with the owner of
the tree whose |lvellhood depends upon
the produce of his orenard Un the
other hand, birds destroy many Insects,
but the insects which they like best ara
not especially destructive to frult, and
it Is entirely possible to keep down near-
I{ all Insect pests by judiclous spruving,
Birds, !nsecls and divers other vermin
are carrled from country to country
through the channels of commerca,
where they develop into pests to an ex-
tent unheard of in thelr natural hablitat,
For Instance, Belglan hares have been
taken to Australia, and are now so num-
erous that regularly organized drives
are necesasary to keep them down. Like-
wise the Engllsh sparrow has been
brought Into the United States, and not

long ago a colony of them was dis-
coveraed near Bpokane,
. Pear Blight,

In Washington, pear hlight la the only
seripus parasltle determinant we have
had to deal with. In the experimental
farm orchard, we will this year be

obliged to cut down many of our most
prominent varletles of pears, for re-
moving the trees ia the most declsive
way of dealing with this pest. How-
ever, if the orchardist 1s able to keep
the pest from the voung trees, they mre
legs apt to be stricken when they reach
maturity. The blight {s brought to
trees by Insects coming from trees that
are so diseased, and i1t first tracea are
shown In the shoots that produce the
blogsoms. Go through the orchard in
the winter, and scrub the trees with a
lys solution, and the chances are that
you will discover the tell-tale black, or
canker, spots on the blighted trees. Cut
this out, wash the stem with Bordeaux
mixture, and you will eradicate the
disease, but If the bllght gets over tha
entire tree, you may as well cut {t down.
Pear blight Is in the sap of the tres,
and is therefore the hardest of all pesis
to destroy.

A south slope will

slope, or “exposure,” varfes somewhat
with the kind of frult grown, but for
winter a.gplel, a weslern, or & northern
slope 1s best.

llme 1s the best form to use on vour
#soll. Two years ago, alr-slaked lime
in excellent conditlon for fertilizing
purposce  was offersd by west side |
dealers at L0 cents per barrel, which |
1 conslder very cheap indeed. A full
application of lme will usually keep

the s0ll alkallne for about flve
after which small applications o
or three hundred pounds per acre may
be needed every year or so.
Question—Relative to  the “hLottom
land muck soll,” which Is very common
In western Washington.
Answer—These solls are
sour, and deficlent in potash,
times they lack phosphoric
might grow onlons or other vegetibles |
for A year or so after they are firat
brought into cultivation, but will moon
fall to produce satlsfactory vegetable
crops, unless they are fertilized with
potash fertilizers, They cannot he im-
proved very materially by the applicu-
tlon of alr-siaked lime in large nmount.
The exact amount of lime needad by
any glven sample of soll can be de-
termined only by an analvsls, for which
at least one pound of soll js NECessary,
More rollable resulls can he obtalned
If 10 or 20 pounds are available.
Question—What would you say about
the valus of green sea-grass as a fer-
tlizer, and should the material be rotted
before belng used? 2
Answer—UGrecen sea-grass has but a
comparatively small valug as a fertil-
Izer. Just how waluable |t |s could be
datermined only by an analysis. There
would be no necessity for rotting this
malerial before spreading It on the
soil. It would be a good plan to plle
It u% and let the winter raing wash
the brine out of It before spreading
It gn lhie land,
uestion—What can you tell
the fertill:ln“ value of gmlmlr. m.]f::'? o
Answer—Caustic soda has no value at
all as a fertllizer. It ism a vory strong
alkell, and, as such, would be very In.
Jurious to many solls. It I8 s0 atron
an alkall that It can hardly be u.eg
with safety. The large percentage of
potash it contalns Is very valuable as
a fertilizer for frult trees in western
Washington. You could use gmall
quatities of this without serious injury,
but you would have to be careful not
to get a large amount of it In one place
near a tree, for It would kill the tree.

. THE MUSCOVY DUCK.

Joseph E. Wing In Breeders' Gasette,

Many farmers' wives are prejudiced |
ngainat ducks and with some reason
Ducks are usually nolsy, waddling, vo-

raclous blrds and somewhat unclean In
their hablts. We grow Muscovies, and |
they also have their faults, yvet it seemn
to me they are worth considering by
such farm folk as have water for them
1 think they need water, and would
probably go to seek It If It was not
near by

The Muscovy s & very large duck,
black and white, a beautiful fowl in
I;lumagc-. It grows to be almosl as
cavy as o turkey and we think has a
s#imllar quality of flesh. Muscovies
never quack, they are almost sllent,
They are of a half-wlld disposition, yert
eas| i. managed when it Is desired to
handle them. At certain times of year |
they fly almost like wild ducks, though
we have never known them to  leave
home. We liké them because they are
Eo little trouble. Having a little Inke
near the house, they stay down there
nearly the whole year through and we
anly trouble ourselves with them when
they bring off broods of little ducks.
Then we must shut up the mothers for
a few weeks and feed the young ducks
or else the turtles will devour them.
As soon as we let them go, wHen about
a guarter grown, they are off and there-
after care for themselves. In winter
they glean corn in the feediots and get
very fat
I do not know how often they lay, |
but they usually bring off two or three
broods of ducklings of about 12 in al
braod, sometimes more. Ours nearly |
alwaya steal thelr nests and manage
thelr own lltlln?
Bince turkey digeases have go
multi it occurs to me that for
home consmumption at least the Muscovy
duck m?m prova & pretty fair substf-
tute and no fowl seems easier grown.
We have, In fact, never seen the least
delicacy or disease among them. The
young duckllnin are little beauties, and
8s quick and lively as crickets. Thay
Are very enorgetic hunters for lnaactl|
of almost all sorts. We feed them
cracked corn principally and do not re- |
member that ever one dled. It is bet-
ter for Muscovies to live apart from
chickens, since the old ducks are some-
what tyrannical in their nature. _Mus-
covies when crossed with commonucks
'l;roduca hybrids Incapable of breeding.
‘hey are said to come from Argentina.

POULTRY FOR PROFIT.

By J. J. Tweed, Balem, Oregon.
The farmer should keep pure bred
poultry and a good laying varlaty. This
can be done by pumhulnt from breed-
ers of pure bred stock, buylng elther
the fowls or the “H

Layicg hens should be fed sparingly
during the day so that they will be kapt
busy scratching for their food. Give
them a generous feed for supper which
should he given early enough so that
they can get what they want to eat
before golng to roost. Beatter grain
sufficlently so that they can get all
they want. Clover s a good egg pro-
ducer and It should always be sown In
the poultry range. In winter provide
fowls with green feed once & day. All
kinds of wvegetables are good. Meats
and all kinds of table scrapa are also
rallshed. Keep plenty of clean, fresh
arinking water for them at all times.
They require a good aupgly of gravel
and other kinds of grit where they can
goet at It, as this la thelr means of mas-
tication. which insures good digestion
and perfect aasimilation of the foed. Al-
ways= be regular In feeding, keep poultry
houses clean, well ventllated and made
a8 light and pleasant as possible. Do
not forget to keep poultry and roosts
free from vermin. Hatch chickena in
Mny and June, so that they will begin
laying early in the winter when eggs
command the highest price. Always
breed from perfect fowls, culling out
the defective and old ones,
