Wil
ouf people wait, llke Micawber, “‘for
lﬂnllﬂu to'turn up,” or will they
bulid canneries enough to pack Ore-

o frult in Om

’tor canned frults and canned vege-
tables. As announced by the com-
mercial club of that eity, the mere
freight on canned corn and eanned
tomatoes shipped into kane In
one year was $68,000, AL are
the enormous figures of the freight
.on ned goods from the east
ship into a metropolis like Port-
land? More and more the tables of
the world require canned goods. In
the perfected form the demand for
these goods is Inexhaustible. Mr.
Newell, president of the Oregon state
board of horticulture, after a study
of the conditions, says if every town
in Oregon had a fruit cannery the
output would not supply the demand
or overstock the market.
The business pays hafdsomely on
the Investment, as shown by the re-
port of stgte authorities in Iowa,|,.
where after paylng every expense
last year the canning Industry
showed a net profit of 30.2 per cent.
The year before it was 84 per cent
on the Investment.
But best of all, the cannery saves
an immense value to the orchardist
of imferior fruit that would other-
wise be lost, It turns Into cash &
huge total that would otherwise go
to waste. With a cannery every-
thing about the orchard or garden
i{s turned into value, as & by-product | |
or otherwise. It markets what is
otherwise unmarketable and saves
what {8 otherwise unsavable.
stimulates the cultivation of small
tracts and is most vitalizing In its
effect apon a community. It would,
if pushed to {ts possibilities, save
Oregon the shame of belng an im-
porter of canned goods and glve her
fame as exporter of the best canned
goods in the world.
