Land, If
dear to buy, Is leased in 10 year perloda
by the Ch lean government at a purely
nominal rental and solely to settle the
country. Another effort Chile has
made in this line Is to make Punta
Arenas for the present a free port—
with neither import nor export dues.
However It can only be & very short
time before this regime alters

As an indication of the rate at which
the port I8 growing it may De mentioned
that in 1902 the population was only
8,000; at the present tlma it s at least
double that

This rapld increase was largely caused
by the recent gold rusn It has been

found that most of the isiands of the

Cape Horn group contain large alluvial
deposits of gold between high and low
water mark, It ls sald that steady per-
slstent workers can make $10 a day
with ease, yet the earning of this sum
canndt be sald to be pleasant. Lives are
continually being lost In the small
schooners which take men to the dig-
gings, further, no smull endurance Is
eos to stick to claims In these al-
moat arctlc reglons Even close to
Punta Arenas gold was found In the
streams, but n;);mrrutly this {8 now all
washed out. spita the fact that the
Chilean commissioner reported that no
richer sand deposits had vet been dis-
covered, the qold will Ilkalg pravent
much of the gold getting on the market,

There ia one polnt nbout Punta Aren-
as that nelther officers nor men will
overlook. They are not likely to visit
another place {n the world where curlos
may be obtained so reasonable. Wheth-
er bought at the curio stores ashore or
from tﬁo Indians who come out to shipa
in canoes and sall-boats, prices are very
reasonable, Guanaco skin robes, beautl-
fully worked, sell for 310, whilst fox
skins bring only 50 cents aplece. The
former would eas!ly sell ror $6 in this
country. Indian baskets and gpears ma
readily be brought at from far exorbl-
tant rates, and can further be relied on
as the ‘genuine article.’ Gold dust can
be brought weight for weight of elther
$6 pleces or E‘nxnah soverelgns, tha
purchaser of course getting the belter
of this deal.

But few tourists find their way to
Patagonia. but those that do find that
visiting these old-time sealing ports
Ives a thrill that is somehow ahsent
{om a tour in civilized Europe.

women exist today and reason from that
lt.lndpoinl} but must depend upon
‘Ghosts” for argument, {s conclusive
proof of its decaying cause.

“The Ilargest percentage of women
don't want to vole,” and then ths
school vote of Massacausetts is guoted
as conclusive proof. Even for argu-
ment let It admitted that more
women are opposed to than In favor of
suffrage. As suffrage is not compul-
sory upon men, neither would it be with
women, and, knowing this, no ancl-suf-
fragist has ever ldvlnced a valld reason
