drels, except near the crown. The con-
créete ring is 726 feet In span between
centers of skewbacks or 703 feet in the
clear, with a center-to-center rise of
177 feet. It is a masslve concrete rib
70 feet wide, with & crown thickness of
15 feet and & thickness at skewbacks of
28 feet. The rib is shaped to fit the
possible pressure lines so closely that
tension can never occur in any part of
the ring, The immense dead weight
makes the influence of live load almost
negligible, and the possible effects to
temperature wvariation, ete, are rela-
tively small. Steel rmrorcini ribs are
built in, however, primarily to reduce
the compressive stress on the concrete
or (in another respect) reduce the dead
weight of the structurs.
