He declared for publie control and
regulntion of jnnds and forests, of gov-
ernmental checking of predatory wenith
and, in the name of the admin{stration,
he served warning upon the corporate
Intervats that blams Roosevelt for the
recent financinl troubles of ths coun-
try that prosecutions will continue re-
gardleas of conseguences

i{s not Inconcelvahle that the Soclalist
dremn of a revolution might have comsa
