When we drove up to Les Invalides we
wers received by a French offlcer,
erippled In the war of 1570, who did
not know the prince. This officer led
us into the vauled chapel where Na-
oleon lles In & pnrpl?'r)' tomb, and
rince Eltel stood, hat in hand When
we saw that he was weeping the old
soldler asked who was Lhls German
who came to weep over the tomb of
¥ranch glory. Prince Eltel, who over-
heard h1m, sald In his bad French:
‘1 am the son of a soldler standing at
the grave of the greatest nuldler.“

Whereupon [ introduced the kainers
son to the French officer, who had lost
his ‘arm in the battle of Chantdliy."”

It mhould be remembered that the
French capital has o curious fasclination
for the German royval family. The kal-
ser has twlce vielted Paris In disgulse,
cnusing enormous troublg to the Parls
and Berlin secret palice In June, 1900,
during the exposition, Emperor Willjam
himself was permitied to view the tomb
of Napoleon at 4 oclock In the morn-
Ing.
