LAKE CHANGES COLOR.

At Different. Times of the Year It Is
Yellow, Green, Red and Gray.
From the St. Lonis Globe-Demoerat.
A small lake at BSeaslde, Monlerey
county, Californla, changes {ta color
four tlmes every year. To &ll appear-
ances thls lake Is just llke any other
small lake, and there/seems to be no
reagon why It should be such a re-
mearkable sheet of waeer. It Is prettily
wituated, full of fish and water fowl,
and when In {ts normal condition the
water Is clear and sweet. It has one
weculiarity besldes it= wvariable color,
owever. The water Is never -mgnnnt.l
desplte the fact that there I8 no appar-

ent outlet to the lake,

The golor changes are very
and are in four distinct s
low, green, red and dark gray that has
the appearance of black at times. Af-
ter each change the water regains its
normal clear appearance. The color
is in the water and {8 not the result |
of reflection from the sky. This has
been Koud beyond doubt by the fact
that e color remains the same for
,days at a time, r?udleu of the con-
dition of the clouds., The four colors
mentloned are the ones always seen,
and they always occur in the order
E:med, the disturbance, If such it may

called, covering a perlod of from six
weeks to two months In July and Aug-
ust of each year. Old residents of Bea-
side assert that the phenomenon is al-
ways followed by the death of a large
number of fish in the lake.

No explanation of the peculiar con-
dition has ever been attempted by
sclentists, although several sclentific
men of note have studled the lake very !
