Ban Jouquan and Baecramento valleys
to & conslderable distance Iinto o
foothills,

Worm Hats Roots.

The worm seems to take the roots
of the growing grain and grass and ut-
terly destroys the crop. Experts at
the unlversity have been In e fleld
for some time studying the problem
and they report the worst of the dam-
nge has nlready been done and things
are on the mend. The worm is the
Inrvae of the crane fly. They are at
this time practically full grown and
before long will become flles and the
damage for thia season will be over,

No Bemedy for FPewst.
The crane fly appears to be pecullar

to this locality and has ooccufred be-
fore. It never has shown {tself In
#uch large numbers as thls year and

Lthere |s a strong prospect that It will
not recur agaln next year, as It huws
for the last three months. There seems
to be no remedy for the pest, and un-
told damage hus bheen wrun;hi thereby.
