CABLE LINES CROOKED.

They Zigzag Across the Ocean Like
Railroads on the Land.

From the New York Bun.

The island of Celebes, nearly half of
which is stil]l aimost unknown, has now
been connected by cable with the neigh-
boring Island of Borneo and aleo with
the American island of Guam, far to
the north. It has thus b®en brought in-
to close touch with the reat o the
world, for it is joined to all parts of the
castern hemisphere through Borneo and
to the western hemisphere through
Guam and San Franclsco,

Before an ocean cabla Is lald a vea-
sel is always sent go make a careful
survey of the proposed route. The route
is plcked for these ecable llnes just as
raliroad éngineers run lines of levels
before they finally locate rallroad

It is often difficult to secure tickets

Cable llnes look stralght enough as
geen on the maps, but they are anything
but straight ns they e on the ocean
floor, Dr. Klotg of Canadn sald In a re-
cent lecture that the great Pacifle cable,
8,000 miles long, between Vancouver
and New Zenland was time and agaln
deflected from a stralght llne hetween
the Island =tatlons at which It touched
in order to avold towering submarine
mountains or craters or ground that
was hard or otherwise undesirable as a
resting place for the cable,

The samples of ground which cabls

glneers most desire to bring up from
gn bottom are the soft ocozes or muds
that are found only In the deep seas
tar from the centinents and which are
composed largely of the pulverized skal-
etons of marine animals. Cablea last
Jongest when they repose In thess sofl
beds, They are not found everywhere
in the deep ocean, but If they are not
too far awny the cable route will be
deflected to cross them.

A great deal that has been learned
about the orean floors In recent vears
hos been incidental to the laying of ca-
bles, The Unlted Btates steamer Naro
was sent to plek a route for a cable
across the Pacific, and while engaged In
the work she found a depth of §.269
fathoms, or slx miles, the greatest
depth In the ocean of which we have
knowledge. ' « a

Thousands of mi¥es of cable are lald
at deptha of three to four miles below
the surface, and because at such depths
the presaure of the water Is about four
tons to the squara ineh the cable sinks
very slowly to [ts resting place. The
line pald out over the stern of the ves-
se] drops instantly out of sicht, - but
the veasel Is often twenty miles away
before the cnble finally rests on the
bottom.

At theme great depths the water (e
very cold. Tha manv hundreds of
soundings taken during the cable mur-
vevs have estahlished the fact that
there ia very little difference bhetwoen
the tamreratures of the deepest parts
