DIVORCE MILLS PROFIT
TO SOUTH DAKOTA

Beneficiaries Fight to Retain the
State's Principal Industry—
Income $480,000 Yearly.

e ———

Pierre, 8. D., Feb. 26.—There are a
great many persons In this state who
are not golng to give up the divorce
trade if they can help It. A propo-
been made to compel per-
sons seeking =separation to reside In
the state a full year. This would
make Houth Dakota no more attractive
than half a dozen other states,

In fts annual report, the bureau of
vital statlstica shows that 320 divorces
were granted to non-residents, and It
was A& dull year In the dlvorce market,

The average spent by divorcees with-
in theilr slx months' resldence In Bouth
Dakota s not lesa than $200 a month,
and probably much more, bul, estimat-
ing the average cost of a Dakota di-
vorce, including the expense of settin
up a reasldence, payment of attorneys
fees and court costs, at $§1,500, the
state of South Dakota last year took
in $480,000 as inducement for granting
the 3320 divorces to non-resldenlts.

While 1907 was decldedly bearish In
the divorce trade, owing to the agita-
tion In the state for ts abolishment,
if the income for last vear Is taken
as an average, Bouth Dakota has real-
fzed $5,000,000 from her divorce mill
in the last decade.

Merchants send speclal orders for
high-grade goods In anticipation of the
divorce tronage; hotels fit up whole
sultea of rooms, while It Is a regular
business to furnlsh houses and rent
them to unhappy wives,

Lawyers profit to the extent of $12,-
000 a year. Physiclans find eppor-
tunity to charfe fancy fees, and gan-
tists and dog fa
trade.
