MONEY FOR ROADS

Baker City, Or., March 6.—Thal this
county has been liberal with road Im-
rovements the past Year {s shown by
he county treasurer’s statement of the
different funds' condition. The road
fund of ap sroxluutdv $20,000 was ex-
hausted and 36.404.32 from the general
fund was transferred to the r fund
in urder to meet the expense of Im-
provements made on highways, makin
a total expenditure of about 326,00
on the county roads,

The transferring of this amount did
not leave the general fund depleted,
howewver, for At the beiinntn; of the
fiscal year, March here was on
hand In that fund alone $8,437.69. This
is after the $6,494.32 needed to nppIy
on roads {or which the road
proved lnsutﬂeunt was doducted.
