Causes Various Opinions

The production of “Pelleas and Me-
Isande,” Debussy's remarkable French
opera, is the operatic sensation in New
York now. Mary CGarden played the
leading soprano role and two men, Pe-
rler (Pellems) and Dufranne (Golaud),
were brought from the Paris Opera
Comlique, where they created the parts
in the premiere In that city. Qerville
Renche and Mary Garden of the regular
Manhattan forces also were in the
premiere in Paris

The opera (s based on Masterlinck's
lay and Is variously deseribed by ad-
Tac{lves that lend an idea of mysticiam
and elusiveness.” The more learned
critics pronounce it & masterwork In
music, though the New York dallies all
stumbled blindly through several para-
graphs of symbollsm, Intangibility, sub-
Llety, dreamiand, mystery, vagueness
and the )Jike, which su st that they
were all lost. But the Musieal Courler
eritie pronounces it far more real than
Wagner's Ring, and calls Maeterlinck's
men and women human in comparison
with those of Wagner. The scene is
lald, however, In a medieval and remota
setting, but the story Is one of the
usual human emotions.

Debussy I8 pronounced materlalistio
in his ‘music. He does away almonst
altogether with choruses, trios and du-
ets and, as leonard Liebling says, he
seema to follow his characters sbout
and to end his sosnes and acts when-
ever a Permnn(a leaves the stage, and
to repalr to some other spot where a
new scene selting I8 required. He does
not have his characters pose and make
stage plctures where Lhey are living
the most goignlnt momenta of thelr
lives, but he disposea of these =mcenes
as naturally as possible as though he
realized that the greatest moments are
those of fewest words,

OSSIBILITIES IN
Kreisler-Bauer Recital
