INFESTED TREES
UNDER THE BAN

Greater Care Will be '[‘aken
to Protect City Foliage
from Scale.

Richard Deich, county frult inspector,
appeared before the assoclated east slde
clubs last night and made a plea for
the cooperation of the different clubs
In the work of ridding the cily of its
Infested trees before the Rose Festival
In June Mr. Delehh answered many
questions relative to the attention and
care of fruit and shade trees,

The clubg favorably recelved the sug-
gestlons of the fruit Inspector and It Tn
expected that action will be taken soon
toward advising the ecity to aathorize
the park board to employ Inspectors for
the care of shade trees and other trees
in the streets. The trees are neglected
and are a menace to hortlculture of all
kinds and better fruit in Oregon. The
fol.!owinf communication was presented
by Mr. Delch:

“The attentlon of the federated push
clubs i called to the great pesd of
having all pest-infested fruit trees In
the city destroyed or sprayed before
the date of the Rose Festlval. No other
one thing so unfavorably impresses the
visitor from the east as the spectacle
of trees, along the streets and on vacant
lots and blocks In the city, which ate
unsightly or dylng as a result of
neglect.

"“The united push clubs can do most
valuable work for the abatement of this
nuisance by creating a public sentiment
against all such neglected and “t-
ridden trees which are a disgrace th
to thelr owners and the city.

“The members can Individually help
along In the good work by reporting to
the county frult inspector the exaet lo-
cation, by Jot, block and addition, of
such neglected and sl-Infested trees
and the name and address of the owner
of each of such lots,
