manned by A fearless crew of experts.
“You could not mine against her, for
she would counter-mine. You could not
close her harbor againat her, even with
B network of torpedoes and chains
stretched across the Nurrows reaching
from the surface to the bgttom of the

channel. From a safe dilstance she
would slmply send a torpedo against
the network that would blow It to

pioces. glving her all the passage-way
she wanted to go In and out.

Over the land the neroplane and the
airship hover, preparing the annihilation
of the embattled hosts, yet awaltin
their own fatal plunge from foes o
thelr own soaring breed, untll In the
alr, as In the sea, the deadlock,comes
back again.

Man's courage and man's mind, so
often doubted and 8o constantly su-
prame over the most dreadful englines
and contrivances, asem to have worked
out finally to the loglcal end of thelr
Iindomitable powers.

The end is nothingness for the attain-
ment of the prime evil of man's so
hideously distorted world—war.

But each year seems nearer the final
overthrow of war, because cach year
witnesses such advances in the Inven-
tlon of war's deadliness and such a new
burden of debt to prepare for conflieg
that It seems the possibility' of war
must soon end because of {ts own possi-
bilitles of evll.
