TAKE ACTION

General LeConte, New Minister of Inter-
ior, Discovers Alleged Conspiracy and

Takes Law Into
Turmoil Follows

His Own Hands—

(United Press Leased Wire,)
Kingston, Jamaica, March 16.—

Revolt, intrigne and assassination
are rlmnlﬁg riot today in the Hay-
tlan citles of Port An Prince and
Gonalves, according to cable dis-
patches received hera. A hastily in-
augurated censorship has caused the
greatest cogfusion and accurate de-

tallg are unobtainable.

The wildest rumors are in clrca-
lation, following the policy of whole-
gale assassipation inaugurated yes-
terday, when General Villardouhin
*Laconte, the newly appoinled minls-
ter of the interior, had 10 of the
leading citizens of the country taken
from thelir homes and shot without
"even the formality of a trial or court-
martinl, They wera suspected of
having conspired agaimst Leconte,
The public murder was followed by
assault on a number of other prom-
fnent men and women, and the
thrusting into jall of a score of oth-

ers.

A report recelved here today by an
Snglish frult company, with a branch
offlca in Port Au Prince, says that a
number of resldences have been burned,
supposed conspirators are belng shot
on sight and that General Leconte has
domanded that the French consul sur-
render to him a number of refugees
who had taken slielter there, and had
heenn promised permlisglon to leave the
island In safety If they would promlise
not to returpn, The same company (s
in receipt of a dispatch which says that
A& number of tha uuxBecln arrested on
Sundsy were today taken out and shot.

Forelgn residents at both Port Au
Prince and Gonalves are flocking to the
consulates, There Is not room (o housea
them all, and the gravest fears are felt.
It s sald that homes and pluces of bus-
iness of the forelgn residents, deserted
tn tha rush for safety, are being pll-
