TWO OPINIONS.
ERE in substance are the views
or oplnions of two fairly intel-
ligent, wnverage citlzens—not
great  or especially distin-
guished men, ye!t observant, open-
minded men, who perhaps are as
able a8 our United Btates senators
or other high officlals to size up the
campaign situation. Starting out
with the presumption that Taft and
Bryan will be the nominees, Mr.
Smith says: “‘Taft will carry every
northern state, and Missourl and
Maryland will be donbtful. Bryan
will get a larger popular vote than
Parker did in 1904, but no more
electoral votes, except those of Mis-
sourl. The people agree with him
more than ever before, but they will
give Taft the office partly because he
is a blg, fair, trustworthy man and
partly because they belleve that
Roosevelt would not be for him un-
less he would carry out the 'Roose-
velt policies." The ‘interests’ do not
like him, but after all they would
rather chance him than Bryvan, and
80 will give him suffielent if sullen
support. It {8 with them a cholce
between two evils, and Taft is the
lesser evil. The labor unions do not
Illke Taft, but a large proportion of
them will be bluffed or cajoled into
voting in the usual way. They have
never supported Bryan, and won't
now. Besides, if Bryan had =a
chance (o carry New York and New
Jersey, Hearst's independent party
wlll poll enongh votes to defeat him
there, and throw the plurality to
Taft. Hearst will be a wrecker, as
he was in Ban Franclsco, and tried
to be in Chicago. The odds are
in favor of Taft."
On the other hand Mr. Brown
saye: “Bryan's time has come at
last., The people agree with him, In
the main, and want his type of man
for president. Roosevelt has prae-
tically destroved the Republican
party, and while the people would
reelect him If he would run, they
will not elect Taft on his recommen-
datien, They see that Bryan s a
good deal more like Roosevelt than
Taft {s. They say that if the Rfpub-
lican party Is sincere in meaning to
carry out the ‘Roosevelt' policies,’
and going ahead with real reforms,
it would nominate l.a Follette, the
one conspicuous Republican who
would do this. Taft looks susple-
fous to the newly awakened and dis-
enthralled Republicans. Besides, or-
ganized labor will be against him,
almost to a man. The workingmen
cannot be either cajoled or coerced
any more, | belleve-that in spite of
Hearst's independent party, Bryan
will carry New York, and that the
Foraker influence is great enough to
defeat Taft In his own state. What
Conkling was to Blaine, Foraker
will be to Taft. Even lowa is likely
to go for Bryan, as a protest agalnst
the standpat ring in that state. : So
are Minnesota and Wisconsin, In
fact. the time is ripe for a ‘tidal
wave,” and Bryan will be the bene-
ficiary of it. Half the northern
states should go down in the ‘doubt-
ful' column.”

Here are
two enrrent opinions, not of extreme
partisans, but of fair, observant, in-
telligent men. Which one is nearer
right?

In several eoun-
tles there 18 not yet a single leglisla-
tive candidate from either party who
has subseribed to Statement No, 1,
The time for filing nomlinating pe-
titions Is short., Legislative candl-
dates whose district comprises more
than one county must file thelr peti-
tlons with the secretary of state not
later than March 28; those whose
distriets consist of only one county
must flle with the county clerk not
later.than April 2. BSections 14, 16
and 16 of the direct primary law glve
full instructions as to the manner in
which nominating pelitions must be
signed and the number of signatures
required.
it is a critical time in the history
of the state, The people are threat-
ened with the loss of the hard-won
power which they wrested four years
ago from the bosses and the ma-
chine. In this crigis an Imperative
duty rests upon each voter, the duty
to use to the utmost his personal in-
fluence and endeavor for ‘the tri-
umph of the principle at stake. First
and foremost it devolves upon him
to see to |t that legislative candl-
dates are placed in the field whq
will sthnd unwaveringly by State-
ment No. 1. Take no compromise;
accept no paltering evaslon. Be_ not
decelved—the foes of popular elec-
tion of United States senator are the
foes of the people, and the friends
and instruments of the machine, the
corporations and the interests.
It the voters of Oregon would not
gell for a mess o! pottage thelr birth-
right as free American citizens they
must arouse themselves and act.
Now is the time for the people to
make their voice heard.

John Manning, who Is seeking re-
election as district attorney, an-
nounces in his platform that he pro-
poses to "glve the people a vigorous
and impartial enforcement of all the
laws, shrinking from no duty out of
fear and showing no favors because
of friendship or party alllance.” It
s ab least gratifying to know that
Mr. Manning proposes in future to
do his duty. It would have bheen
more to the purpose if he had made
these resolutions and adhered to
them when he took office five years
ago. The trouble with Mr. Mannipg's
good resolutions is that they come
only when an election is approach-
ing and they are forgotten as soon
as it is past. That is why he has
lost the confidence of good citizens.

Senator La Follette has done the
country another great service,
though to do so he was obliged to
distress a majority of the senate, In
explaining and exposing the nature
and purpose of the Aldrich currency
bill. La Follette not only perceives
that Mr. J. Plerpont Morgan I8 not
a gond, but has the temerity to de-
elare and show that that eminent
finan-ier is running the financial
part of the government for his own
and other speclal Interests; and not
in the interest of the people. The
Williams hill comes much nearer
than any other to solving the cur-
rency problem correctly; therefore,
of course, it will not be passed.

The Value of Olive Oil,
HERE seems good reason to belleve
T that we Anferjgans might prafit by
& more liberal use of pure olive oll.
Tt is very nourishing, It acts as a gentle

ove

Inxatlve and prevents acldity of the
stomach. Some Ingenlous person has
recently advanced the theory that the

reason that the anclent prophets, Methu-

selah and other noted characters at-
tuined wo advanced an age ls that they
made ollve oll & large part of Lhelr diet.
We seldom hear of any such remarkable
longevity in the same regions of tha
world now-a-days, so this_argument
falls te appeal strongly, yet the fact re-
mains that it (s a ffulphulldlnw food
and Its constant use would without
doubt help many thin and poorly nofir<
ishad lpersonl to build up their systems.
This ¢ the way In which ollve oll 18
made, as described In What to Eat:

Tho finest olive oll In the world la
grown Iin Tuscany—the garden of Italy.

The trees blossom In Tuscany in the
month of May. The frult begins tw
ripen In November and Is generally In
full maturity by January.

It Is a risky crop, maturing as it does
In winter weather., A cold snap with
frost may cause great damage to the
Nl

SBometimes the fruit remains on the
trees till May, yvielding a pale, very thin
oll, appreciat in some quarters, but
which speedily developa rancldity,

The ?roceu of utuoﬁlnr the oil Is
simple in the extreme; the frult is first
crushed In a mill to a uniform paste,
then the ste i{s transferred to clrca-
Iar be or receptacles made of veget-
able flbre. A e of these are placed
in A& press M(F the exuding oll flows
into a collecting tank below.

Essential conditions are that the mill
should not revolve too fast, or it will
overheat the olive paste and give a bad
flavor to the oll; that the bed of thes

d | mill should not be of metal for the same

reason. :
Alro the degree of pressure, when the
t the finest quality of oil
—"oll from the pulp,” as the term runs
—must not be excesslve, The finest
olive oll is essentlally a cold drawn oil,
Heat {8 prejudieial to quality.
However, when all possible cars has
been taken in the process the fact re-
mains that ollve ofl can be made oml
from freshly thered, perfactly so v
ripe olives of the prog_ar kind. The big
fat olives of hot, sub-traplcal climates
can never yleld a delicately flavored oll.
The newly made oll must be allowed
to settle. It im then clarified simply by
Pulln( it through purified cotton wool
n a wsultable fllter. Really fine olive
ofl calls for no other treatment what-
ever, chemical or otherwiee, to render
fit for the table. On thig point |
as well to be clear, as reference s
been made before now to processes for
mrlnlng ollve oll so as to oblaln a spe-
cially fine quallty—one might as wol!
try to “paint the lily or adorn the rosa!’
After he‘nf brought to America the
elarified ol] I8 preserved In warehouses
In large slate-lined tanks, holding up to
20,000 llons e¢ach, wherein the ofl Is
maintained at an equable temperature.
For bottling and can fllling purposes it
is transferred by pipes from these large
tanks to other smaller tanks In 8
packing rooms.
