LITTLE WHEAT BUSINESS,

Market 18 Quiet Though Steady Lo-
enlly—Flour Trade Stagnant.
Wheat was very qulet In the local
market during the past waek A few
transactions were reported but the mar-
ket genbrally remalned dull.
Editor Lea Peterson of the (Com-
mercial Neview writes In this strain of
the situation:
“Comparatively llttle business is be-
tng done with Europenn markets The
flood of wheat shipped from Argenting
fllled BEuropean importers to about thelr
limit. Thix wheat now arriving on the
other slde and large recolpts looked for
in the near future haz coumed n general
weakness In all markets, and to a great
extent here. Exporters are in a quan-
dn about new business, and very (-
tl"rfrun!uus for future account is belng
transacted Besldes the large  ship-
ments from the Bouth Amerilean roun-
try, which went so fur to sugment the
amount on oceapn passage, the reports
on Furopenn crops are coming much
more favorable. The market during the
advance of the previous twn weeks hias
heen a pecullar one. It has at times
acted as If manipulators were at work,
but if mo the Interests at work kept
their identity well concealad. A feature
of the market that has gulned consld-
erabla prominence Is the apprehension
regarding supplies of wheal, The be-
