CRITICAL REPORT ON THE BUTTE BOYS, MADE BY MR. PARKS, AND SUBMITTED ON MARCH 17, 1908.

TO WHOM IT MAY CONCERN-—I have mades a mining
nation of the Butte Boys group of mining claims,
owning company’'s shaft thereon, and find:

1. A good mining shaft 4x8 feet, 330 feat deep, well timbered to the bot-
tom in & workmanlike manner, with a drift to the east at the 145-foot lavel 80
feet, and to the west 80 feet, and & drift started to the west at the hottom of
the shaft.
