The lifa of a large club is its depart-
ments, through them run the life blood
of the club and out of them ecome the

results which are to make the club a
power in the community or keop It
welghted to the ground. IHvery gaen-
eral clab of over members should ba
a department club, for more than that
number can seldom agree upon a line
of work that will bse acceptable to all,
while a department of speclal work
may have a membership unlimited and
the members add Interest to the work,
for only those who enjoy that particu-
lar study will go Into the departmen
Again a large department club Is muc
more to be desired In a community than
mnny small ones for there s always
owar in united strength and in hum-
wrs, but, on the other hand, there s
always anngar that the departments
muay sap the strength or undermine the
ugefulness of the club. And here Is
where the matter of department eth-
ies should assert itself and prevent any
such misfortune,

The department of a eclub should
never forget that It Is simply a de-
renﬂent rart of the body, as the hand
8 of the arm. It should receive Its
inepiration from the club and In every
articular be amenable to the club, to
ts constitution and to its rules. Its
leader should be only a “high private,”
and In subordination to the higher au-
thority of the club, and above and be-
vond all the department and its leader
;lhould be loyal to the club and its of-
0ars. .

The department that would be used
to exploit a leader or any way be-
1ittle the club or its officers should be
wiped from the calendar and the mem-
bers called to account by the club. Nor
will any good department leader ever
allow club gossip or club politics to en-
_ grogs the hours that should be given to
study. Buch department work, how-
