Equips All Carriages With First-Ald-
to-the-Wounded Complete
Kit.

Berlin, March 30.—The recent regi-
eides and attmoks wpon rulers have In-
duced the kalser-to place In all ear-
riages, used by himself and members of
his family, a complets first-ald-Lo-the-
wounded kit. This consists of two rub-
ber hud-m a rubber tube apd two
antiseptle dages. Besalden, the em-
peror, his adjulants and all members
of the househnld wear a certain kind of
suspenders that can be used, at a mo-
ment's notlee, for bandages. . Thin sus-
pender I8 an lnvention of William's
uncle, the late Professor von Esmarch,
inventor of the ‘bloodless operation.™

Medical reporis, lately r econsidered
I:iy the Berlin and Paris medical facul-
tfes, state, according to the findings of
the late Caar Alexander II's phymoiana,
that the Russian emperor dld not dle
by the bomb hurled at him, but on ac~
count of loss of blood due to the wound.
If the flow of blood could bave been
atopped quickly by pandages, such as
Kalser Willlam now carries with him,
the life of the liberator-csar might have
heen maved despite the wounds he re-
ceived

The Prussian minister of cult, learn-
ing of the medical findings, reported to
Prinoe von Buelow, and the first ald to
the injurod kits were ordered at once,
They are done ug in very small pack-

es, and can be fastened to the paddle,
if the kalser goes out on horseback. At
any rate, thae kalser has consenied
never to leave the palace without the
kit. Owling to the same considerations,
the peculiar kind of braces that may be
turned into bandages were furnished
free to all attendaunts upon the royal
person.

Thosa of the emperors physiclans
who are not army officers now take rid-
ing lessons to enable them Lo accom-
pany the kalser on his mounted excur-
sions. When Willlam drives, one of his
body physiclans now always follows in
Ly ond} carriage. It Is the physician’s
duly to see to It that the kit la in
working order. Besldes having n dupll-
cate in his own vehicle, he carries the
most neoessary surgical instruments.

WINNER IN SEAT OF
RUINED GAMBLER

Man Who Took Place of Suicide at
Monte Carlo Gained $100,000
in Round.

Nice, March 30.—Tragedies of ruined
gamblers are more frequent at Monts
Carlo than people outside the famous
gaming resort can gueas; but for ob-
vious reasons the authorities make
great efforts to hush up these affalrs,
and In most cases they succeed. In

the case of Julius Kardos, the well-
known Hungarlan painter, who com-
mitted sulclde when he lost every
cent he possessad, And more besides
the version glven out was that he had
shot himself in a Nice hotel. But the
real facts, which have just leaked out,
were much more sensational. Here is
the true and tragic story:

Kardos had been losing heavlly lllﬂ
eontinuously, and one morning he foun
himself absociutely penniless.
