N HIS recent great speech Senator
La Follette showed that J. Pler-
pont Morgan controlled 54 great

. financial concerns, W. K. Van-
derbilt 73, F. W. Vanderbiit 58,
while even decrepit Chauncey M. De-
pew has the pay in 64, It is proved
by actual records that 62 of the 97
men are divided between the Btan-
dard O!l and Morgan groups, and
that these two groups, beaded by
two men, Rockefeller and Morgan,
dominate the conntry. The National

City bank of New York—the Stan-
dard Ol bank—has 23 directors, and
the Natlonal Bank of Commerce—
the Morgan bank-—has 39 directors,
and these men hold 1,007 directer-
ships in the big insurance, transpor-
tation and commereial enterprises
of the country.
