In this
way a good collle will save many lamba
each day during the lambing season,
and true to the saying of the range, ac-
tually save more than his value every
ear in rescuing lost and benumbed

lvlmbl.

Are Vegetarians.
The best collle dogs of the ranges are
largely vegetarian in their diet. Bread,
ravy and potatoes are cooked for the
ogy a8 ularly as the herder's meals
are ocooked. Cooked ment s also fed
to the sheep dogs In small quantities,
but they are om, if ever, given raw
meat for the r n that the raw meat
encourages them in being savage and
more inclined to bite, tear and Injure
the sheep, while a vegetarian and bread
dlet keeps them In good temper and In-
oreases thelr gentleness without affct-

] .

On the vast sheep ranges of the west
collla dogs may be sent for more than

A mile to turn the herd, golng alto-
gethnr b; the signals given the
erder, who swings his arms In Lﬁo df-

rectlion he wishes the dog to go. Even
out of the range of the herder's volce
the well tralned collie will go slow, or
fast, accdrding to the motions of the
herder's arms ‘and will elther sit down
at the father end of his long journey
around the herd, or return to e herder,
as directed bf‘ the aignals.

The collle likes to sleep closa beslde

the herder's bed, In the tent or cablin,
or near the door and upon the least
alarm at night will immediately growl
or bark In the effurt to awaken the
herder. If the herder does not stir at
the dog's barking, many of the more
intelligent dogs will go to the bed and
lick the face and hands of the sleepin
herder to be sure that he awakened #m
will then scamper off In the dlrectlon
of the alagm.
In this way the herder learns to an-
swer the collle’'s call and as these dogs
gre keen scented and have a keen sense
of hearlng the herder knows that he in
not belng decelved by a false walchman
when the collle awakens him.
