Henry Chadwick was the
youngeat brothgr of the late 8Sir
Edwin Chadwick: ' the eminent
sanitiry philosopher of England.
He was born at Jessamine cot-
tage, St. Thomas, Exeter, Eng-
land, October 25, 1824, Mr.
Chadwick, with his father,
James Chadwick, removed to
New York In 1837, where he had
since resided. He was a journal-
ist by Inheritance, his father for
many years belng editor of the
Western Times of Exeter.
