Oonstitutional Amendments.

The issues before the court arise on
demurrer to th& complaint, and th
question in brie
lnklng of the referendum s
ing effect of the ordinance o
24, 1908,

For tha proper considerstion of the
direct Issue involved, it will ba neces-
sary to review in some detall the pro-
visions of the constitutional sargend-
ments conferring upon the peop of
the state of Oregon the power of the
initiative and referendum, and the sub-
sequent acts of the legislature and the
common council of the C“K of Portland
passed in pursuance of the provisions
of the constitutional amendments and
the subsequent ordinanceg passe by
said city council which have given rise
to the (ssues In this case.

COouncil Measures Excluded.

The original Initiative and referendum
amendmuent to the constitution was
acopted In 1902; It reserved to the peo-|
ple of the state power “at their own
option to approve or reject and oppose
any act of the legislative assembly”’;
tivis referendumn power was reserved to
the people of the entire state, and could
only be exercised at an election in which
all “of the electors of the state could
participate. The amendment applied
only to state legislation, It did not con-
fer upon the electors of citles and
towns to approve or reject at the polls
ordinances by thelr councils,
While these conditions existed, the leg-
isinture enacted the charter of the city
of Portland, and it went into effect
January 23, 1908. The Portland char-
ter contains no provisions for exercis-
ing the referendum power upon qpdi-
nances passed by the councll
Sectlon 49 of the charter provides

nance, an enrolled copy thereof, attested
by the auditcr, shall be submitted to the
mayor by the suditor, within five dnﬁu
from the passage of the same by the
council, and If the mayor approves the
same he shall write upon it ‘approved,’
with the date thereof, sign it with the
name of his office, and thereupon, uh-
less otherwise prnvldod thereln, such or-
dinance shall become a law and be of
force and effect * * o

Section 60 provides that,

“If the mayor do not approve such
ordinance wo submitted, he must, within
10 days from the receipt thereof, re-
turn the same to the auditor, with hily
reasons for not approving it, and if the
mayor do not so return it such ordi-
narce gha'l become & law, as If he had
approved It."

ection 61 provides that,

“lipon the first regular meeting of
the csuneil, after return of the said
“ ® & prdinance from the mayor, not
approved, the auditor shall dellver the
same to the council, with the m

the mayor, which must be read, when
h ® * ¢ grdinance, belng put upon ita
passage again, If two thirds of all the
members constituting the councill, as
then provided by law, vote in the af-
firmative, it shall become a law, with-
cut the uppravnl of the mayor, and not
otherwise.'

Ordinance Now In Effect.

This ordinance was sed by the
councll by & two-thi vote of all
its members at the flrst regular meet-
ing after the same was vetoed by the
mayor, and thereafter went Into ef-
fect on February 26, 1908, and 1s now
in force unless there l2 some enactment
superior to the charter which suspends
its operation. The provisions of the
charter above quoted were enacted by
the legislative assembly of 1803, and
thesa sections have not been amendad.
It is alleged in the ecomplalnt that the
offlcers of the city are attempting to
enforce the provisions of thila ordi-
nance, in violaition of the law approved
bz the leqlllulh'u asgembly February
256, 1907. Lawns of 1807, page 398.)

Section 11 of that act provides that,

“No such ordinance shall take effect
or become operative until thirty days
after ita final passage by the council
and approval by the mayor, unless the
same shall be over his veto, and in that
case it shall not tanke effect, or become
operative until thirty days after such
finsl passage, excep! measures neces-
sary.for the Immediate preservation of

the peaca, health or safety of the
city; and no such emergency measurs
shall become Immediataly operative
