Results of the Expedition.

It waa found that the scattered re-
malns of the wvery early animuals occur
throughout the heart of Alaska not con-
stantly covered by lee and snow, in
thres quite distinet deposits: First,
in the black muck acoumulated In
gulohes and the valleys of the smaller
streams; second, in the fine elevated
cinys of early origin, known as the
Yukon silts and Kowak clays; and, third,
in the mare recent deposite along the
banks of streams. hese speclmens
