But it would ba foolish to lgnore the
fact that the Imperial and commercial
polie of Japan must {nevitably, {f
maintained, strain this alllance to the
breaking point within a single genera-
tion. e wholesale emi tion of Japa-
nese coolies will inevl ly create prob.
lems ll!l\rol\r'll:ﬁ a cholea for England be-
tween a cordial friendshlp with our
colonles and a partnership with Japan;
we will have to decide In China between
orfendlr:_f our ally and maintalning our
treaty ts and commercial opportu-
nitles Gnimpaired; and in Korea we are
already fmcing the alternative of pro-
test, or the limitation of a great future

market.
“For yenrs England and America were
obsess by the vision of a great Rus-

sia, all powerful and all knowing, mov-
lnﬁ forward into the far east almost
with the resistlessness of fate. Men
marked what was thought to be her
campalgn of sllent, exclusive and ap-
parently umceas i:}g self-aggrandigement,
and the growth of Russia was witnessed
with dread, for it was the bellef that
where Russian power spread the prea-
tlfe and commerca of other nations de-
clined.

The Monroe Dockrine

Beyond this is to be remembersad the
fact that every republic on the Weat-
ern Hemisphersa has had {ts existence
guaranteed by the Monroe Doectrine, the
upholding of which is essential to their
future security and the Integrity of the
Western Hemisphere. They would be
expected to eontribute to the upholding
of the powar that has been their great-
est Bssu e nin.lnst foreign ufrn
slon. Add to this the moral, if not the
physical, support of onsa or more of
thosa Euro| powers which are jeal-
ous of England’'s sway of the seas, and
you have a combination which even
the British llon would not care to
tackle.

Another fitem which would add to
the situation would ba the unrest of
India. It wlill be recalled that once be-
fora England’'s war in Indla was one
of the things which brought about vie-
tory for Uncle Bam. Today revolt is
in the air in this same India Let Eng-
land become en ed In an exhausating
war with the United States, and India
will certainly make the most of the op-
portunity to throw off the British yoke,
cutting herself off from the wsupplien
and markets of the Western emis-

here, and affording Indla ber long
ooked for chance to revolt, would bhe
#0 disastrous to England that it might
easily prove her undoing as a leading
nation.

From whatever standpoint ons takes
it England's Intarests are against war
with the United Btates. Buch a war
would be most disastrous to British
welfars and no ones realizses thig more
than the venerable John Bull. The
world may be sure that Japan wlll not
enter Into a war with the United Btates,
or give this country occasion to enter
into & war with 1t, without first con-
sulting Great Britain. And It Is not
hard to conclude what England's an-
swer would be, Her whole future might
depend upon that reply. YWhen the time
comes for the choice to be made Eng-
land's answer will undoubtedly he an
emphatic, stralghtout declaration
agalnst war with the United Btates,
The Japanese statesmen who depend
upon any other response will  be
grievously dlsappointed.

Her Naval Bupremsacy.

England begins to ses the day when
she cannot maintaimr her present naval
Asupremacy. For years |t has been her
policy to keep the Britlsh navy just a
notech higher than the combined
strength of any other two navies in
the world. Recently the war minister|
statej that he doubted If the Unfited |
Kingdom could much longer maintaln
this polley, owing to the fact that Ger-
mr 1y and the United Btates had em-
barkaed upon such large naval programs.
He sald to keep the English navy 13
to such & point would cdumse & financ!
strain greater than England could bear.
It was the necessity for economy In
naval defenss that caused England to
enter into its alllance with Japan, but
the saving accomplished in this way
has been mors than offset by the trade
rivalry of the Japancse.

The ona great fact in tha situation
{s that Japan, being an island kingdom
lika England, aspires to grow Into just
such a trading and nhlpmng nation as
Great Britain. Whataver headway It
makes with this ambition will be more
at the expensa of the English than any
other people. Therefore it is evident
that Jipan cannot succeesd in becoming
the master of Amia and at the same
tima bs used to bolster up British su-
premacy in the same sphere. 8o long
