Y EATING mw frults wea absorb
vital electricity. This {s a novel
principle of dletetics which has

been dlspoverad by A. H. Balnes, an au-
thority on food reform, acocording to a
London latter to the New York Ameri-
can. By means of a galvanometer of
remarkable sensitiveness, Mr. Balnes
has discovered that all frults, nuts and
vegetables are while alive storage bat-
terles of electricity. When they dls or
are killed by o:mkﬁm the Insulation be-
tween the negative and posltive sys-
tems s destroyed.

In an orange, says Mr. Balnes, each
alternate section s a charged cell which
causes the galvanometer (o reocord a
current. Thesga ceolls are insulated by
their skins and enllactively they constl-
tuta a battery which la Insulated Ly the
rind of the frult,
