The committee went on to say.that a
roof of this oharactor
est freedom from Ity of inter-
ruption by traffic muu of fire, cy-
clone or earthquake, and that conse-
quently no Insurance is shown for the
concrete roof roundhouses, while the
others have a rate upon the entire value
of each stall, inclu foundations and
pits, equipment and all accessories,

In ano er commlittee report, that on
mesonry, & rlc for conslderation was
present typical standard designs now In
uss for masonry culverts, both stone
and concrete. On this toplc the commit-
tee's Introductory ruu h was as
concise and suggestive as the reference
to the roundhouse quotad above. It
sald: “Your committee finds that stone
structures of this class are rapidly go-
ing out of use, and has therefore ellm-
inated them from consideration, and
confinea itself to goncrete culverts, plain
and reenforced.”

Thus stone work is absolutely elimi-
nated from further consideration in a
field it formerly occupied to the exolu-
sion of practically every other material.
If extended experiments and the prae-
tieal use of concrete hﬁ experts of tuoh

rominence warrant them In Indorsing
t for structures llkely to encounter
the most severs tests to which a build-
Ing material can be subjected, their re-
ports and conclusions should certainly
go far toward inspiring oconfildence in
those who stil] hesltate to adopt con-
crete for ordinary purposes.
