But emligration Is diminshing, and
will of necessity be light for thsa next
few years. Four thousand able-bodied
workers have gone, and few of the
remaining men can pass the physlcal
examination or come up to the stand-
ard required for admission to the Uni-
ted States. The work In the fields and
house bullding = done by laborers whe
come from more crowded towns near-
