Ban Franclsco, May 23.—To lls for
days and nlghts partly ssphyxiated by

Cook gasped out his story on the op-
erating table of Lhe hospital while the
doctors were working over him.

. "1 went down to the cellar Monday
avening to fix a leaking gas pipe' he
sald. “I'ne odor of gas was very strong
in the small basement but I pald no at-
tention to it, thinking the fesling of
drowsiness which selzsed me would wear
off In a few minutes. From that time
on I knew nothing. When I awoks I
was lying on the flat of my back I
made several attempts to riss but each
time fall back exhausted. All the
strength seemed to have left my body.
It seemed days and days before light
came and when the first rays of light
came through the basement window I
wiks sure some one would filnd me
the cellar From where 1 was lyln;hi‘
could see the sun as it ralsed higher and
higher, and Inter when it set | ve
up all hope of being saved and as night
drew on the pangs of thirst and hunger
set In. Time and nnlh? tried to call
out, but not a word ecould I utter, How
many hours I remaiped 1 do mot know
and until I awoke here on the table with
the dootors around me I did not know
whother It was & week or a month.”
