Even worse is the plight of these
classes of bereft . children In South
Carolina, where no statutory limit Is set
to the age at Which they may work.

From this brief review of the situa-
tion with regard to our present statutes
governing the age at which children
may begin to work, the reader may
Judge how great is the need of an im-
mediate energetio campaign of educa-
tion applied to legislator and their
constituents On behalf of the rising gen-
eration of our citizens.'
