BIG CRAFT SHOWS SPEED.

Five-Maste-d Schooner Henry K. Hall
Holds Record of Year.

The five-mast- ed schooner Henry K.
Hall, which began loading piling this
morning at the mills of Inmam Poulsen
ft Co, holds last years' record for hav-
ing made the swiftest run from the
west coast of South America to Aus
tralia. She covered the distance in 44
days. ' The American schooner Lchaina
came next best with 40 days.

But the big five-maste- r, like all sail
Ing vessels, has to depend upon the
winaa uoming up irom Ban rTancisco
this trip she was 18 days out whereas
under favorable circumstances she
could have covered the distance In three
or four days. Captain Bennoche says
heavy headwinds and calms held him
back. Only one vessel was sighted on
the run. She was an Australian coal
ship bound for San Francisco.

The Henry K. Hall is said to be the
most elaborately equipped sailing
schooner in Pacific waters. he cabins
beinar nollshed hardwood throughout,
She was built at Eagle Harbor about six
years ago at a cost of 888,000, the
largest amount paid for a vessel of her
class on this coast

Captain Benneche is accompanied by
his wife, who is a taientea landscape

During her spare momentsSainter. has painted the names
of the vessel in an artistic manner on
the life buoys carried in the cabin and
on the after deck.

The schooner is under charter to the
Pacific Export Lumber company to car
ry piling to Kobe, Japan. During the
year she has made a networa or tracKs
over half the globe, having started from
Belllngham for Callao, Peru, thence to
Newcastle, Australia; thence to San
Francisco and Portland. This is con
sidered a fine showing for a sailing
vessel.'
