Chief of Paris Pasteur Institute Be-
lieves Ho Can Make Man
Immune,

Paris, June 16.—Dr. Auguste Martes,
chief of the laboratory of the Pasteur
institute, has been experimenting for
several years with the modified sreat-
ment for advanced cases of rables like
that of Mr, Marsh of Brookiyn, recently,
and although he was unwilling to give
detalls of the results until he makes
them known through an officlal sourcs,
he said today they are most encourag-
ing.
