A large society was formed in Rome
some time ago, said Mr. Taddel. "with
the solo object of building up Rome's
shipping. Rome Is inland about 15
miles and the river Tiber which forms
ths connecting link Is not wide nor dee- -.

enough for vessels of more than 200
tone register. It would prove a diffi-
cult undertaking to dredge out the river
and so It has been decided to dig a canal
irom tne sea. The elevation or Rome isvery slight over the sea level and It
will te possible to lead the sea to Rome
through the canal Instead of diverting
the fresh water of theft Tiber from Its
course. The Tiber would not have
sufficient water to supply the canal.

The canal will be sufficiently wide
to permit two large ocean going trampa
to pass and It will have a depth of at
least 36 feet lThts will admit shipping
of all hind. An immense basin or ar-
tificial harbor will be dug at a suitable
place and It will be lined with fine
wharves.
