Beveral weeks ago at Forest Grove In
an exhibitlon run Smithson covered the
120 yard hurdles in 156 1-6 seconds, ty-
ing Zhe long standing world's record of
A. Q. Kranzlein established In Brooklyn,
N. Y.. March 12, 1900, A few days later
at rtland on a track which wus kill-
Ing to a hurdler, Smithson covered thes
course in 16 2-8 seconds. There was a
harp turn almost at rlﬁht angle at the
Inish bf the last hurdle that caused
Bmithson to come to almost & complete
check befora he proceeded to the finlah-
ing line.
