Down-Town Distriet Inun-
dated When Big Water
Main Bursts.

Yearning to start more speedily in
its journey to the sea and chafing at its
iron restraint, a part of Portland's water
supply Jjumped its job at 4 o'clock yes-
terday afternoon, and gave the down
town district o taste of waterspouts in
the minlature.

Bursting from a 20 Inch main at
Tenth and Taylor streets, taking =an
eight foot block of concrete pavement
with It in {ts struggles, a fiood of
water suddenly started on a wild stam-
pede down Taylor, Yamhill and Morrl-
son streets, which brought more kinds
of hoslery Into sudden and embarrass-
ingly prominent display than has ever
been shown at any combined bargain
display in the hiatory of the city.

Dodge the accident was dus to a flaw
in ﬂ*xe pipe, and not to corroslon or
electrolysis, as the pipe Is apparent]
in condition and not unduly rust
Ly its long mervice, he repalrs were
completed shortly after noon todnz. and
the water once more tuened Into the big
maln, Last night net more than flve
houses {n the immediate vicinity of the
break were deprived of the use of tHe
water.
No ‘damage was done to towntown
stores by the flood, as was at first be-
lleved. An examination of the base-
ments in the low section of the down-
town district showed that whalle the
water had come perilously close to the
danger line, it had not crept heyond,
and all the basements remalned dry.
