Dry Weather Responsible for
Decrease This Year in
Grain Harvest.

Jomeph Scott, manager of the Jones-
Scott company of Walla Walla, which
buys the major portion. of the wheat
ralsed In the Walla Walla valley every
year, snfs reports from all over sastern
Washington and Oregon show that the
crop s the lightest it has been for six

years. In many sections of the country
the grain will not even be headed. At
the least calculation the shrinkage wlll
be 36 per cent. Dry wesather In May
and June is the cause of this. Mr. Scott
and his agents have been In touch with
the wheat country for the past three
months and his statement Is extremely
conservative. He said:

“Thers has been little rainfall in the
great wheat belt of the inland empire
since the first of the year and practl-
cally none sinoce the first of May. The
prospects are that only three fourths of
the normal crop will be harvested. The
dry weather has beén especlally notice-
able "In {ts effect on the Walla Walla
valley and in the Umatilla wheat belt
across the mountains. In the Tochet
country the yleld will not exceed 50 per
cent of the normal. In some parts of
this section the grain will not be cut
at all. It Is thia section that cuts down
the crop to such & low average,

“I'n the Eureka Flat country, lands
which last year produced 26 bushels will
this year fall short of 20 bushels. Most
of the farms will not produce 15 bush-
eln. Farmers of foothlill lands will have
the usual large crops, but the foothills
;r}- only a speck In ths great grain
elt.”

HARVEST HANDS ARE
READY FOR WORK

Pendleton Flooded With Men Asking
for Jobs on Oregon
Farms,

(Rpecial Dispateh te The Journal)

Pandleton, Or, June 218 —Harvest
hands were never more plentiful in Pen-
dleton and Umatilla county than they
are today., Last year it was almost im-
possible for the ranchers to get men
to harvest thelr hay at the prices usu-
ally prevalllng for that kind of work,
The city is now teeming with men will-
ing to work at almost ang price.

* A pecullar featurs of this year's con-
ditlons is that the men all seem to be
atrangers. THhere are few old faces
among them, the men who are accus-
tom to come In vear after vear not
hs\'ln{ appeared. When these nren ar-
rive the situation from the laboring
man’'s standpoint will be even worse,
though the farmers are rejoleing In the
prospect of getting their help much
cheaper than for a number of years,

Last year graln farmers were com-
pelled to plead with Iaborers to io to
work at anywhere from $2.50 to $6 per
day. The distance from town, the num-
ber of hours and the liquid ro*ruhmentl
also figured. This year conditiops seam
to he reversed. ‘Tne working man is
pleading with the farmer and asking for
a chance to o to work at any price,

The prevailing price is from $1.26 to
$1.50 palr-' day and there are plmtf' of
men to be hiad at these flgures, It Is
belleved the large Influx of men {s from
the east, having been thrown out of
employment by the shutling down of
mills and factories,

TREADWELL IN COURT
TO KILL INDICTMENT
